Narrative Poem Option 3 (C Grade)
· You must follow the structural elements of plot (exposition, rising action, climax, falling action and resolution) and describe the 3/5 senses (smell, look, hear, taste, touch) during the event.

· You must have five stanzas with four lines each (it can be longer, but not shorter)

· You must use repetition (a repeated line) in two of the four stanzas

· You must refer to a color for symbolic purposes

· You must specify what type of your poem is:

· An epic: telling the poem as a heroic victory

· An elegy: a poem in memory of a passenger who died

· A ballad: Has a repeated chorus to tell a story  (would require at least 6 stanzas by having the chorus repeated twice)

· Lyric: tells the thoughts and feelings of the passenger/narrator

· The sonnets are almost all constructed from three four-line stanzas (called quatrains) and a final couplet composed in iambic pentameter (10 syllables, 1st unstressed, then 2nd stressed) ] (a meter used extensively in Shakespeare's plays) with the rhyme scheme abab cdcd efef gg
