For your English II Portfolio Assignment, you will be revisiting your growth in the course over the past year.  In order to do this, you will complete a list of reflective assignments.  Once your portfolio is complete, place the following English II Rubric in the front section of your Portfolio, and turn it in. 

TO BEGIN:

1. Read carefully through the contents of your portfolio binder, and become very familiar with the contents.

2. Begin to organize the contents, according to your table of contents, so you can see the change through the different assignments. Aim to put it in chronological order for each quarter, so all reading Socratic Seminar papers are in the same section. 
RUBRIC: Include ALL of these in the following order:

1.
A COVER PAGE (5 points): Includes a MLA-style heading: Name, Ms. Swank, Subject and Period, and Date (due date is fine).  Include an ORIGINAL/WORTHY TITLE.

2. A TABLE OF CONTENTS (10 points): make certain that you number each REFLECTIVE PORTION AND COORESPONDING ORIGINAL ASSIGNMENT of your portfolio at the bottom center and that the numbers and headings correspond with your table of contents.  Your table of contents page must include the title and page numbers of each assignment, both reflections and original cooresponding assignments

3. Writing Assignment Reflection (1 paragraph) (10 points): For this reflection, you must write a reflection on one of the writing assignments for this course. It can be your narrative poem, “The Pit and The Pendulum Essay,” “Frankenstein Essay,” or Fahrenheit 451persuasive essay. Any other writing assignments will need prior approval.  Your reflection must include an introduction, a body paragraph and a conclusion:
· Introduction (2 points) of your reflection must include information about the writing topic.  What was the essay about (a précis)? What was your writing assignment?  What was the objective of the writing assignment?
· Body Paragraph (6 points) will address the weaknesses and strengths of your assignment (2-4 total – you must include at least one weakness and one strength).  You must include concrete details/examples from your assignment demonstrating the strength or a weakness.  You must also provide commentary/explain why the particular example you chose is either a weakness or a strength and how you planned to improve upon that weakness or strength in future writing assignments. 
· Conclusion (2 points) will highlight how you feel about this assignment now and how your current writing level compares to the level of proficiency your demonstrated in this assignment.  

4. Reading Reflection (3 paragraphs) (10 points): For this reflection, you must write a reflection on a “reading comprehension assignment.” This can include any of the project-based lessons from Frankenstein or a Socratic Seminar Handout from Fahrenheit 451.    Your reflection must include an introduction, a body paragraph and a conclusion:
· Introduction (2 points) of your reflection must include information about your thoughts about the assignment? Explain how the assignment helped you to understand the book better? What was the objective/purpose of doing the unit?
· Body Paragraph (6 points) will address the weaknesses and strengths of your assignment (2-4 total – you must include at least one weakness and one strength. You must include concrete details/examples from your assignment demonstrating either a strength or a weakness.  You must also provide commentary/explain why the particular example you chose is either a weakness or a strength and how you planned to improve upon that weakness or strength in future writing assignments. 
· Conclusion (2 points) will highlight how you feel about this assignment now and how your current writing level compares to the level of proficiency your demonstrated in this assignment.  

5. Special Feature Reflection (3 paragraphs) (10 points): For this reflection, you must write a reflection on any other assignment from this year. It can be about GIIGS, the Thanksgiving videos, C.S.T. Reviews activities, the job portfolio, songs you learned or presentations, etc.  Your reflection must include an introduction, a body paragraph and a conclusion:
· Introduction (2.5 points) of your reflection must include information about your thoughts about the particular assignment. Why did you find it to be valuable? 
· Body Paragraph (20 points) will address the weaknesses and strengths of your assignment (2-4 total – you must include at least one weakness and one strength.You must include concrete details/examples from your assignment demonstrating either a strength or a weakness.  You must also provide commentary/explain why the particular example you chose is either a weakness or a strength and how you planned to improve upon that weakness or strength in future writing assignments. 
· Conclusion (2 points) will highlight how you feel about this assignment now and how your current writing level compares to the level of proficiency your demonstrated in this assignment.

Favorite Reading Reflection (25 points):  For this reflection, you will need to think 
about all of the pieces of literature we have read this year. This can include any of the 
short stories. You will choose your favorite piece and discuss why it is your favorite.  
· Paragraph one of your reflection should name the reading, the author and give a brief summary of the reading.  
· Paragraph two will highlight what you liked about the reading.  
· Paragraph three will discuss how it changed your view of literature.  

7. Letter to Your Future Self: see next handout for specifics:


15 points for letter: 



5 points for each of the three required paragraphs, 


5 points for self-addressed envelope and stamp 
Frequently asked questions (FAQ’s) and additional notes:

1 “A” projects are extremely organized and neat.  All the page numbers match the table of contents and it is easy for the reader to read (hint: add page numbers when everything is complete).
2 “A” projects also show creativity and effort.  They clearly show that one did not try and take the “easy way out” and just fulfill the basic requirements.  Remember, this is YOUR SHOWCASE!!!
3 Can I include an assignment more than once? No, you may not include the same assignment in different categories.
4 How early should I start on this project? NOW!  The most common words from students on the due date are: “I should’ve started earlier”.  Use this project as an opportunity to show that you are a person of character: diligent and responsible!
5 What will I be graded on? Everything in this assignment description.  Another rubric is attached (use it as a checklist to make sure you have all the required elements).
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For this assignment, you are to write a letter to your future self.  You will receive these letters at end of your senior year.  The purpose of this assignment is:

1. To provide a record of your life and who you are now

2. To anchor in time your current views, attitudes, philosophy,and outlook

3. To explore your feelings and opinions about a variety of issues

4. To create a document that, years from now, will have significant value to you.

Use today’s date for your letter.  For the inside address, make up an imaginary future address for yourself.  When addressing your letter, it will be going to your future self. In your writer’s identification, use your current address. 

Your letter must be at least three paragraphs, seven sentences each.  Select at least three of the following topics:
ME, NOW:  my hopes, fears, dreams, intentions, goals, problems, concerns, likes, dislikes, joys, frustrations; what I like about myself; what I don’t like about myself; what I’m proud of; what I think about; what bothers me; who I am, etc.

MY WORLD:  a description of my home, bedroom, school, neighborhood, town; my favorite places to go; chores, allowance, pet(s), possessions, clothes, religion, current events; FAVORITES – books, music groups, movies, TV, etc.  

WHAT I DO: my hobbies, pastimes, sports, school activities, what I do with friends, favorite snacks and foods, chores, how I spend my weekends and vacations, special activities I do, organizations I belong to, etc.
PEOPLE IN MY LIFE: my family, siblings, aunts & uncles, grandparents, friends, best friend(s), teachers, boyfriend, girlfriend, who I like, people I’d like to know better, people I admire and respect, important people in my life, people who annoy me, etc.

MY FUTURE:  predictions, what I want to do, my long range intentions, what I’m looking forward to; what I’m dreading; my goals, my hopes and fears for the world; summer vacation, high school, college, marriage, employment, etc.  

You must include paper clip a self-addressed envelope with a stamp to your letter.  I will do a brief visual check for formatting, but I will not read your letters.  Sign your letter in pen, fold it, place it inside the envelope, BUT do not seal it.
